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PREP-TEC Systems have recently completed a 1500 tonne capacity cement Silo for
Lafarge’s Cement works at Aberthaw South Wales. The sections were first pre CAD
designed then fabricated, part assembled & paint finished in PREP-TECs 1200 M2
workshop, prior to delivery and final assembly on site.

The CAD design & shop pre assembly ensured that the site connections went
together without any unnecessary alterations, thus enabling minimum downtime on
site which was completed without incident to a tight 4 week schedule and within
budget.

The Cone structure was first assembled at ground level commencing with the Chine
ring then progressively adding the 4 intersecting conical sections. The whole cone
assembly weighing over 35 tonnes was then lifted and bolted into the support
steelwork at the 16M height, above ground level. The access was by Cherry picker
and a single stage scaffolding platform.
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The body sections were again assembled at ground level in 6 separate 2 metre
stages. They were then lifted using a unique 200 Tonne crane, in one 45 Tonne
section to bolt to the corresponding pre determined position on the Chine ring at the
16 M level. This reduced the need for further costly stage scaffolding or high access
cherry pickers.

The Silo is to be used for the storage of a Lafarge specially formulated cement for
the Kayak water course and other special structures for the 2012 Olympics.
